15th 2005, Sir 
E l l i s 
K a d o o r i e 

Secondary School in West 
Kowloon conducted its annual 
Speech Day. This year the 
ceremony was especially 
fortunate to have a very special 
guest of honour, a man who 
was instrumental in helping the 
city through the SARS epidemic in 2003. 
The school was proud to welcome Hong 
Kong’s very own, Professor Joseph J.Y. 
Sung, from the Faculty of Medicine at 
the Chinese 
University of 
Hong Kong. 
Also included

leaders from 
many of the 
various ethnic communities that play an 
integral part in helping the school 
throughout the years. In his address to 
the audience, Professor Sung talked 
about the traits of a leader – intelligence, 
toughness, determination and vision but 
added that other important ingredients 

such as self-awareness, self-regulation, 
motivation and empathy were by all 
means necessary to make somebody 
great.  Quoting the example of Mahatma

so rich in both 
history and 
c u l t u r a l 
diversity, it is 
perhaps not

the number and depth of the awards that 
were handed out this year. As one of the 
few government English Medium of 
Instruction schools in Hong Kong that 
can truly be called a cultural mosaic, 
awards were handed out in a wide 
spectrum of subjects and disciplines. The 
student population is a rich mix of 
nationalities (Indian, Pakistani, Filipino, 
Nepalese, Chinese, and many others). 
The Speech Day ceremony included 
awards of achievement for excellence in 
five different languages:  English, 
Chinese, French, Hindi and Urdu, all of 
which are taught (and heard) at the 
school. In addition to linguistic awards, 
there were many other presentations 
recognizing academic achievements in a 
wide variety of subjects. It was evident 

from the ceremony that this is a school 
which focuses on a whole school 
approach towards student development, 
one that fosters the tolerance of cultural 
diversity and harmony.  

Following the award ceremony, 
there were entertaining performances 
presented by the students, which reflect 
both the talent and diversity of the 
school. There were many interesting 
routines including a French role-play, an 
English dramatic duologue, a Nepalese 
dance, a Hindi song, Chinese solo and 
choral speaking and an Urdu song.  The 
last performance was a lovely song done 
by the Sir Ellis Kadoorie Secondary 
School (West Kowloon) Choir.
